The Coopers Brewery Foundation aims to improve and protect the quality of life
of Australians, by providing support to charitable organisations with recognised
strengths in medical research and health care, in youth education and aged care,
and in fostering family and community support, based on Christian values.

It is my pleasure to report on the Coopers Brewery

It was the aim of the Foundation Board to raise

S$150,000 to be shared among five charities,

in celebration of the Company’'s 1I50th Anniversary.

This year has seen the Foundation distribute nearly
$1.75 million in charitable funds since our inaugural
donation in May 2007.

Credit and thanks for this achievement must be given
to our patrons, shareholders and suppliers who made
this possible through their extraordinary generosity,
especially for our 150th Anniversary fundraising
target of $150,000.

Over the past financial year, the
Foundation distributed and pledged
$444,000 to 30 Australian charitable
projects. The overall distribution since
inception now totals $1,737,525.

We are proud of the Foundation’s role in making

a meaningful difference to many charitable causes,

as we continue to donate all net income from Brewery
and Museum tours, and various other fundraising
activities. The Brewery also supports the Foundation’s
activities by continuing to pay all its expenses, which
are kept to an absolute minimum, thereby enabling
100% of all funds to be donated to charity. Many

staff donate time or take on extra work to assist

the Foundation, whether in administration, events

or finance.

Tours continued to be highly popular and over
$36,000 was raised during the year. Our recycling
efforts have continued to generate significant
amounts, in excess of $62,000. Much of the
Company's scrap metal, bottles, paper and cardboard
in the past was disposed of at a cost, but now
generates income for the Foundation. Patron
Glenn Cooper and former Chairman of the
Foundation, Tim Cooper were engaged by industry
groups to give talks, which raised $14,250 during
the year.

years in the position. Tim has remained as a Governor
and the Board thanks him for his efforts and guidance
in this inaugural role, together with his vision in
creating the Foundation.

We thank Lisa
for her tireless efforts and wonderful administration
of the Foundation since its incorporation and wish her
well for the future.
